South Moravian Integrated Public Transport System (IDS JMK) includes Austria (Lower Austria), regions in Slovakia and CZ and connects all the existing transport modes in the whole South Moravian Region (673 towns and villages) as well as in its capital City of Brno and some towns in neighbouring regions (A, SK, CZ). It is used by majority of the population in the region and it came into operation in 2004. In the Integrated Public Transport System of the South Moravian Region there are same price conditions for travelling in local trains, regional busses, public city transport of Brno (trams, busses, trolleybuses) and city transport in some other cities. You can use one ticket for travelling throughout the region.

It promotes better social cohesion and environmental situation, for it unburdens the roads of the region.

Clean River Svratka

The main goal of the project, which started in 2003 and includes the regions of South Moravia, Pardubice, Vysočina and the Morava river basin, is to draft and realise actions for improving the water quality of the river Svratka and in the water reservoirs Vír and Brno lake lying in peri-urban area.  The clean up of the river has multiple aims: the elimination of cyanopytha, that produces toxic substances and endangers the using of the water reservoir; the provision of clean drinking water from the Vir reservoir; and use of the whole area for other related activities (leisure, tourism, education, conventional tourism, transport).
